Meals Served First Day, 1994 20 walk-in guests, 5 home-delivered meals 

      Year 2008      62,013 meals served and delivered – over 200 meals per day.  
(There is no charge for meals, but donations are accepted.) 

Volunteers First Day, 1994 Five volunteers from the Assembly of God Church in Oxford 
and the United Methodist Church in Wildwood. 

2008  Well over 100 regular volunteers and 50-60 substitutes from
